A 72ft replica rocket landed at
Plymouth's Piazza earlier this
month to help inspire the next
generation to help Britain take
part in the rejuvenated Space
Race. The UK Space Agency's
"Space for Everyone" rocket is
part of a STEAM Outreach
Programme which has a mission
to encourage people to pursue
careers in the UK space industry
and they are keen to welcome
those from under-represented groups.

15 Year 7 students visited the replica LauncherOne rocket in Plymouth City
Centre. The trip included a tour of the colossal 72 ft. replica of the LauncherOne
rocket, virtual reality experiences, access to careers advice from local space
professionals and a variety of fun and educational space-related activities.

Dimension Day

The last day of term was a Dimension Day in both 5 ‘
schools where the normal curriculum is collapsed and
students undertake a series of enrichment activities.
Year 7 looked at culture with ‘Day of the Dead’ a
Mexican tradition, this involved art, geography, cooking,
languages and dance.

Year 8 explored the continent of Asia, creating Top
Trumps cards, escape room challenges, sports, art and creativity.

Year 9 at Notre Dame worked with the RS department to explore a
range of moral issues, including is one human life worth more than
another. Students at St. Boniface’s College worked with the Science
department for the day undertaking a range of experiments and
activities to enrich their science knowledge

where they were tasked to work in small groups to create a concept for a new
restaurant in Plymouth.

Year 11 came together at
Notre Dame to explore steps
to success over the coming
academic year, this included
time management, interview
techniques and reflection on employability.

Year 12 had a simulation of a disaster scenario unfolding in
Plymouth, they were required to apply skills such as critical thinking,
teamwork, observation skills and working to deadlines.
